FIGURE 1. Virological failure was defined as an increase in viral load beyond 1,000 copies / mL or the appearance of signal after viral load being undetectable.  Immunological failure was defined as CD4 T cell count similar or below than the basal count after 6 months of therapy or the failure to increase CD4 T cells above 100 cells / mm3 despite 12 months of therapy.  Clinical failure was considered when a recurrent condition of stage 4 by WHO classification was present even after 6 months of treatment.
